HALE GUIDELINES

STUDENT’S
INITIALS:

Payment

ISP will deduct your monthly payments from your credit card on file. Your credit card will be
charged on the 25th of each month. If your credit card is declined, a service fee of $100 will apply
for each decline and eviction proceedings will commence.

In some Hales, utilities are an extra charge that the Hale owners will discuss with you upon arrival.
If you are planning a weekend, week, or month away from the hale, you are also financially
responsible for the period you are away. This includes traveling in the summer if you want your hale
when you return. You are obligated to pay your hale rent for the entire period of time that listed on
your ISP application. In the event that you need to vacate your hale earlier than originally planned,
you remain obligated to your payments. Failure to adhere to the payment schedule will result in
forfeiture of your deposit.

Student understands that ISP has the right to raise monthly rent prices at any time throughout the
duration of Student’s stay.

Student understands that exact dates for arrival and departure are necessary, and that Student must
leave the Hale on the departure date indicated on Student’s application. Extensions are not
possible.

Student understands that at no time throughout the duration of the student’s stay may the student
contract directly with the hale owner. Students must abide by all ISP guidelines and payment
procedures throughout the time they reside on hale property.

Placement

Student understands that ISP cannot accommodate all requests for single or double occupancy, and
that these placements are made based on availability. In some cases, students who were originally
placed in a single room may be switched to a double room, even after arrival. Students who request
a double room may not be accommodated. All students must be flexible with room assignments.

Meals/Food

You will be providing your own food and doing your own food preparation in your Hale. All Hales
come with kitchens and should be furnished with pots/pans, utensils, plates, etc. If this is not the
case, please contact ISP. All Hale occupants must clean up after themselves. This includes washing
dishes, clearing counters, and putting dishes away. Because of the large insect population in Hawaii,
food is not to be stored in the occupant’s bedroom. Only Hale residents can use the kitchen. Guests
or visitors are not allowed to do so.

The refrigerator is for everyone’s use. Please be sure to remove unused and spoiled foods in order to
maintain cleanliness. You are responsible for cleaning up turning off hot plates, faucets, etc.
Cooking, in any form, is restricted to the kitchen area. No cooking is allowed in the hale bedrooms
at any time.

Guests

Each Hale will have different guidelines regarding friends however because this is independent
living, most hale occupants can have friends over. There are no parties allowed in the Hale. A party
is defined by a gathering of more than four people. Guests are required to leave the Hale by 10 p.m.
and no overnight guests are allowed.

Quiet hours begin at 10 p.m. and are strictly enforced during exam periods. Please be respectful of
your fellow Hale occupants.

Telephone
There are different telephone arrangements depending on the Hale you live in.

Personal Space

How you decide to keep your personal space is a reflection of you and your living habits. In the case
of students with roommates, you must work together in order to have a space where you both feel
comfortable. Communication is essential. In general, Hale landlords ask that you maintain your
space and clean it thoroughly at least once per month. Make sure that you clean your area in the
bathroom and wash your sheets and towels.

Hale Landlords will provide general maintenance of public areas like the kitchen and bathroom.
Nail, staples, pins, picture hangers, stick-ons are not permitted on walls and wooden surfaces.
Clotheslines should not be hung in the hale bedrooms or public areas. Hale residents will be
responsible for damage and marring of the hale facility. Hale owners will have access to your living
space for repairs, emergencies, security, and maintenance. Smoking is not allowed in the Hale or on
the lanais at any time.

Possessions

Be very careful to lock your door when you are not in the Hale. Neither ISP nor the Hale owner is
responsible for your belongings. Inventory of items belonging to the Hale will be accounted for when
leaving. Pets are not allowed in the Hale. There will be a $25 charge each time you forget or lose
your key.

Laundry

Coin operated washers and dryers are available for your use in the Hale. If you must hand wash
clothing, make sure to hang it in an area that is no obtrusive to other Hale guests. You will purchase
your own laundry detergent.

General Conduct

» Students will take good care of the Hale, including all furniture and appliances. Students will be
financially responsible for the costs of all repairs resulting from their stay in the Hale.

» Students should be prepared to remove their shoes before entering the Hale.

» Occupants shall not hang, sit, climb, or lean on railings. No items shall be placed on or hung from
railings.

» Trash/garbage must be taken to receptacles provided.

» Personal belongings left behind after checkout will be stored for 30 days and then disposed of.
» Bikes may be parked in designated areas only.

» No pets are allowed on the premises.

» Occupants will not disturb landlords who live on site except for emergencies.

« STUDENT UNDERSTANDS THAT LANDLORD AND/OR ISP MAY TERMINATE THE HOUSING AGREEMENT
AT ANY TIME AND ASK THE STUDENT TO LEAVE IMMEDIATELY AT STUDENT’S EXPENSE IF ANY OF
THE HALE RULES ARE VIOLATED. IF LANDLORD OR ISP TERMINATES STUDENT, ISP WILL NOT SEEK
ALTERNATIVE HOUSING FOR STUDENT AND NO PAID RENT WILL BE REFUNDED TO STUDENT.

Departure

You have paid a security deposit upon arrival. In order to receive your deposit back, you must make
sure that your room is clean and that no damage has been done. Prior to departure, please
remember the following:

» Clean your bedroom and leave it in the same state as you found it the first day you moved in.
Vacuum, dust, move furniture back to its original location, remove things from the walls, etc.
Check to be sure that you take all items with you.

» Make sure the bathroom is clean. Remove all of your items from the cabinets. The bathroom
should also look like it did the day you moved in.

» If you had a phone line installed, make sure that you call the phone company to disconnect it.

» Go to the post office and complete a Change of Address card. This way, the Hale does not have to
forward your mail. It will come straight to you.



» Leave the hale key and a forwarding address/phone number with your Hale owner and ISP. Inform
your school of your new address.

« You may request a return trip to the airport. The fee for this is $75, paid with your placement
fee.

Legal

EXPRESSLY SET FORTH THIS SECTION.

STUDENT UNDERSTANDS THAT LANDLORD IS NOT AN EMPLOYEE OR AGENT OF ISP AND THAT ISP HAS
NO CONSTRUCTIVE CONTROL OF LANDLORD’S BEHAVIOR. STUDENT UNDERSTANDS THAT THE
INFORMATION PROVIDED BY ISP ABOUT LANDLORD IS NOT A PERFECT PREDICTOR OF HOW LANDLORD
WILL ACT IN THE FUTURE. STUDENT UNDERSTANDS THAT ISP CANNOT CONTROL OR GUARANTEE THE
BEHAVIOR OF LANDLORD. STUDENT ASSUMES ALL RISK ASSOCIATED WITH INJURY OR LOSS ARISING
FROM THE BEHAVIOR OF LANDLORD. STUDENT RELEASES ISP AND LANDLORD OF ANY LIABILITY FOR
ANY CLAIM OF INJURY, DEATH, PROPERTY DAMAGE OR OTHER LOSS. STUDENT WILL NOT INSTITUTE A
CLAIM AGAINST ISP AND WILL RELEASE AND HOLD ISP FOREVER HARMLESS FOR ANY AND ALL CLAIMS
